1529(E)/1/CSR/S0.3534(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 3 and section 4 of the
Collection of Statistics Act, 2008 (7 of 2009) read with rules 5 and 7 of the Collection of Statistics Rules, 2011, Ministry
of Textiles vide notification S.O. 3534(E), dated 24" November,2016, whereby the Textile Commissioner has been
designated as the Statistics Officer for the purpose of collecting all the related statistics from the manufacturers and
traders of textile items, I, hereby direct all the manufacturers and traders of textile items including natural, manmade
and synthetic fibres, spun yarn, filament yarn, cotton textiles, woollen textiles, silk, technical textiles, cloth(knitted and
woven), made-ups, garments (knitted and woven), hand and power operated textile processing units, textile machinery
manufacturing units including units manufacturing spare parts, ginning factories, cotton pressing factories and cotton
ginning and pressing factories to submit data relating to textile sector (excluding Handloom, Khadi and Jute) as per the
details mentioned in Schedule- I & II. This notification comes into operation with immediate effect.

SCHEDULE-I
1. Subject and the purpose for collection of statistics:

The purpose for collection of statistics relating to installed capacity, working of the units, employment,
consumption of the raw material, production, deliveries and month end stock of the textile item is for monitoring and
working of the textile sector and for maintaining data base for making use in policy decisions.

2. Geographical area for the Collection of Statistics:

The collection of Statistics related to the textile sector shall be applicable to the whole of India except the State of Jammu
and Kashmir.

3. Method of the data collection

3.1 Any unit or person engaged in manufacturing of textile item or a trader of textile items shall submit information/data
pertaining to the month/year as per the statistical returns specified in Column (2) of Schedule- II on or before the date
specified in column (5) of Schedule-II, by way of

(a) Registered post/courier/speed post, hand delivery so as to reach Economics & Statistics Branch, Office of the
Textile Commissioner, Government of India, Ministry of Textiles, Nishtha Bhawan(New CGO Building), 48, New
Marine Lines, Mumbai-400020

AND/OR
(b) Through the online web-portal developed by the Textile Commissioner.

3.2 With effect from 1* October, 2017, it will be mandatory to submit information / data pertaining to the month/year
as per the statistical returns specified in Column (2) of Schedule-II on or before dates specified in column (5) of
Schedule-II only through the online web portal of the Textile Commissioner.

4. Nature of Informants from whom data may be collected

Units engaged in manufacturing activities as mentioned in column(3) of Schedule- II and registered under Section
2(m)(i) and 2(m)(ii) of The Factories Act, 1948 and cotton traders shall furnish the information as per time specified in
column (5) of Schedule-II.

5. Period during which collection of statistics may be completed:

The return of information shall be required to be submitted in respect of manufacturing or trading activities
and/or any other information by each informant as per the frequency specified in Schedule-II.

6. Nature of Business Records and other Records which may be inspected

Business records of a unit or person, such as register or records in respect of employees on rolls, purchase or sales or
consumption or production or any other documents in support of the information shall be maintained by such unit or
person and the data furnished by the unit or person may be inspected including physical verification and drawal of
samples by the Textile Commissioner or any other person authorised.
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7. Language in which Information is to be furnished

An informant shall furnish information in the prescribed formats either in Hindi or in English. The numerical information
shall be in Arabic Numerals.

8. The Manner of the inspection

The Textile Commissioner or person authorised, may verify the information furnished in the Formats of the return by a
unit or person on the basis of business records and other records of the unit or person and seek clarifications from the unit
or person or concerned owner or the occupier or lessee or any person authorised by the management of the unit.

9. Obligation of Informant

9.1 A person or an owner or occupier or lessee of any unit engaged in manufacturing of textile items shall submit the
periodical statistical return in the format specified in column(2) of Schedule-II and by the date specified in column (5) of
Schedule-II in respect of manufacturing or trading activity specified in column(3) of Schedule-II.

9.2 An informant shall also furnish relevant records for inspection and submit clarifications or samples in relation to the
statistics furnished, as may be required by the Textile Commissioner or person authorised. For this purpose, business
records of a person or unit, such as all registers or records regarding information/ data of employees, operations of
machinery, purchase/consumption/stocks of raw materials, production process, produced quantity and sale or stocks of
products including by-products, or any other information and documents in support of information furnished by the unit
shall be produced for inspection before the Textile Commissioner or person authorised.

10. Safeguards: No one on behalf of the Textile Commissioner shall enter the premises of any person or unit to verify
the information furnished in the format of the return by a person or unit without the written authorisation or order of the
Textile Commissioner.

11. Offences and Penalties: Any violation or non-compliance of this notification including non-submission of
information sought for, non-production of books of accounts/records/registers etc, submission of false information,
destruction of records, interference in performing duties etc., shall attract the penal provisions as per Chapter-IV of
Collection of Statistics Act, 2008.
